These children will be working to achieve the learning objectives from the UK National Curriculum,
following the literacy and numeracy framework.

Literacy

(1) The Jolly phonics scheme and Sparkle box are used for phonetic knowledge.The
children learn sounds, blends and cvc words through stories, actions and sensory
techniques

(2) Oxford Reading Tree is the main reading scheme followed, but added to by real books
and non-fictions books.ORT is a very popular reading scheme which is used by 80% of
schools

(3) Sight words or High frequency words will also be learnt

The literacy framework provides some lovely topics such as traditional tales, poetry,
knowing the difference between fact and fiction and introduction to reference book.

We use the New Heinemann Maths scheme and follow the 6 topics from KS1:-
(1) Using and applying maths

(2) Understanding numbers and counting
(3) Shape and measuring

(4) Handling data

(5) Knowing number facts

(6) Calculating

The other curriculum areas are topic based and part of a 2 year rolling plan.
These are planned along side French and English as an additional language.

French is taught by a mother tongue French speaker but
the children also interact with the French speaking children
during recreation, lunch and spare time as French is spoken
in the main building.
